Our actions can’t possibly be
justified only by the reduction
In cost to our business; this
Is @ community responsibility
that we take very seriously.

Me The Money provided a
framework for streamlining
and enacting our
environmental initiatives -
rather than it being a chore
to participate, it became a
project. Our ‘green team’
