of the office

we have started issuing >>

tram tickets instead of 
taxi vouchers to get to 
meetings

for waste reduction, we >>

have started using organic 
waste bins in the kitchen 
and defaulted to double-
sided printing

we now reuse waste paper >>

for draft prints
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We have started turning 
off the air-conditioners and 

printers over night!

The self-auditing being 
broken down into 
manageable tasks made it 
so easy for us to involve all 
the staff in the process. Once 
everyone is involved it makes 
it a lot easier to get people to 
accept changes around the 

office and to even suggest 
their own. Hopefully, it also 
means people are thinking 
about implementing some of 
the actions at home.
