We use around 400 L of >>

diesel fuel each year in a  
generator to back up our 
solar energy system. This 
provides all power needed 
to run a 4-star guest house

We collect all our own >>

water for household use 
and for our fire-fighting 
storage

Grey water and septic >>

overflow is distributed 
through absorption 
trenches on the south and 
west sides of our buildings 
to keep the grass green 
and provide a fire retardant

We have spent over >>

thirty years eliminating 
environmental weeds and 
controlling erosion on 
our property and in the 
surrounding area

Our buildings are designed >>

to utilise passive heating 
and cooling

We use locally grown and >>

made produce wherever 
possible (e.g. soaps, meat)

We wash towels ourselves >>

as our water and power 
sources are sustainable

all sizes that are reducing 
costs and their impact on 
the environment at the same 
time. This has helped us 
encourage folk in our region 
to think about change in 
a different light. We have 
been so impressed with the 
way people have worked 
to help their communities 
through environmentally 
sound actions.
